Due to Indiana Gaming Commission laws changing as of December 2009; we
have had to discontinue the daily drawings, dice, three of our weekly drawings,
and both of the monthly drawings. We will still have pull-tab tickets at the bar for
sale as well as the NASCAR board. In place of the drawings we will have one
weekly drawing on Saturday night at 10 p.m., cost to sign this book will be $1.00
and you will need to sign the book in numeric order since we will not be using
member numbers any longer for the drawings. It will be based on the number next
to your name on the book signed. Unlike previous drawings this drawing will
always have a winner. If the first person drawn is not there, they will receive half,
in which case we will then draw a second number. If the second person is present
they will receive the second half.
